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Think about what you have stored on your own computer and pretend it is stolen or you
cannot access the letters, pictures, bank statements etc.

I know a very friendly man who came round with his box of discs and he reinstalled
windows for me. Then we looked at the hard drive with all my data on and up came the
message ‘this disc needs formatting’. Data inaccessible in other words. We had to copy
all the data on the separate drive onto my main computer, reformat the separate drive
and then copy everything back. It took him three hours to get to the stage where he could
go home for tea and leave me copying everything.

This lasted until next morning and when | put everything back | found | had lost a block of
data. Luckily the file labelled 'Church’ (I am treasurer of Stanton Hill Baptist, and have
been for nine years) and the file labelled ‘money’ were still there.

Losing either of those two files would have been a major disaster. | have however found
a web site called dropbox.com. You get 2 Gb of space on the dropbox server so you can
save files in space with no possibility of loss. This is free (if you want more space you can
pay) and you can retrieve your data from any internet computer (provided you can
remember the password you used, but that is something for next month’s magazine).

If you have more than one computer you put dropbox on both and when you switch on
either computer it connects to the dropbox server and updates the files on your other
computer so the two computers are automatically kept in synch.
