The Travelling Companions by Augustus Leopold Egg
The subject was two young ladies, dressed alike. At least that is what we thought until the
guide pointed out the different demeanours of the girls and the suggestions portrayed.

February, Fill Dyke by Benjamin Williams Leader
The subject was a sunset (or sunrise) landscape with land saturated with water alongside
a farmhouse. This is gorgeous and the guide obviously loves this painting too.

The Madonna and Child enthroned with Sts Peter and Mark and a Donor by Giovanni Bellini
This was very interesting. The Madonna and Child looked like statues, the Saints were
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painted to look more animated, almost lifelike, but the Donor was portrayed in a very
different style that prompted a very interesting explanation from our guide.

The Last of England by Ford Maddox Brown

This was a view of the artist and his wife on a migrant boat going to Australia. In reality,
they did not go to Australia but the picture portrays an aspect of life/social history that |
had not seen represented in paintings before.

The Music Lesson by Jacob Ochtervelt

This showed a young girl in a beautiful silver luminous dress, practising the piano; her
male music teacher and female chaperone were flirting in the background. The guide
referred to some sexual innuendo represented by the jug held by the chaperone. (I will
pay more attention to jugs in paintings in the future). Let's move on!

Rest on the Flight into Egypt by Orazio Gentileschi

This represented Mary and Joseph fleeing to Egypt with baby Jesus. A huge picture and
it appears that the artist had painted the same picture twice, with some amendments to
the subject matter as the guide said she had seen the same subject painting in Paris.

Miss Isabella Franks by Thomas Gainsborough
